
reliability of Scripture.
He wrote, “The 

more I studied the 
manuscript tradition 
of the New Testament, 
the more I realized 
just how radically the 
text had been altered 
at the hands of the 

scribes, who were not only 
conserving scripture but also changing it.”

While at Princeton, Ehrman began 
to reject teachings learned as part of 
his evangelical upbringing. Following a 
professor’s comment that “perhaps Mark 
made a mistake” in the Gospel account, 
Ehrman began a journey that would result 
in what he called a “seismic change” in his 
view of the Bible.

“The Bible,” Ehrman notes in the 
introduction to Misquoting Jesus, “began to 
appear to me as a very human book. ... This 
was a human book from beginning to end.”

Life Beyond Seminary to be February 25–27

In the early morning hours, most of 
the nation is fast asleep. But not in New 
Orleans, not at Carnival time. 

And not for NOBTS alumnus Emerson 
Wiles. For him, the nighttime is the right 
time to share the life-changing message of 
Jesus Christ during the Mardi Gras season.

Wiles, a pastor on the big island of Hawaii 
at Waikoloa Baptist Church, has brought the 
gospel message of hope to the streets of carnival 
New Orleans for more than two decades. 
Between 10 p.m. and 5 a.m., on the nights 
leading up to Mardi Gras day, Wiles and his 
team walk the streets of the French Quarter, 
sharing the gospel with the multitudes that 
visit on the Crescent City for Carnival.

While Wiles’ message hasn’t changed 
over the years, his methods have.

“It took me 15 years to figure out how to 
do it,” he said. “The first 15 years, we came 
with crosses. In my mind, there are only two

responses to the cross: 
You either love it or 
you hate it. So we spent 
more time arguing than 
we did witnessing.”

Wiles then read a 
book that transformed 
his thinking, and his 
tactics. “It taught me 
that lost people do 
what lost people do 
because they’re lost,” 
Wiles said. “Not because they hate God, but 
because they don’t know any better.”

Now, Wiles’ method proves the power of 
God’s message. Lives are being changed, in 
part, due to a blank sign.

“People get curious when you’re holding 
up an empty sign,” Wiles said. “I tell people, 
‘That was my life before Jesus came in.’”

The signs are having an impact, sparking 
curiosity in a way oversized crosses did not.

“We don’t jam anything down anybody’s 

throat,” Wiles 
said. “They come 
and ask us what 
we’re doing. A 
lot of times they 
don’t like what 
we’re doing, but 
they like the way 
we do it. It’s just 
a way to witness 
without turning 
people off.”

Wiles began annual visits during 
Carnival season in 1985 as part of an 
evangelism ministry. He has missed only 
one year since. 

While in the city, his team works from 
Vieux Carre Baptist Church, located in 
the heart of the French Quarter.

Daniel B. Wallace is founder of the 
Center for the Study of New Testament 
Manuscripts. He is the senior New 
Testament editor of the New English 
Translation (NET) Bible and co-editor of 
the NET-Nestle Greek-English Diglot.

Wallace’s work, Greek Grammar: Beyond 
the Basics, is used in more than two-thirds of 
the colleges and universities that teach the 
subject. His recent books include Reinventing 
Jesus and Who’s Afraid 
of the Holy Spirit?

In his work in 
textual criticism, 
Wallace contends the 
Bible is reliable and 
that Christ is at the 
center of the truth of 
scripture.

In an online 
interview earlier 
this year, Wallace 
said, “When I think 
about bibliology, 
my starting point, 
my foundation, is 
that the Bible is 
the revelation of 
God’s great acts in 
history. On top of 
that foundation, 
and precisely 
because God’s greatest act in history is the 
resurrection of Jesus Christ, is infallibility. 
As the pyramid goes higher, the capstone is 
inerrancy.”

Other speakers participating in the 2008 
Greer-Heard Forum will include New 
Orleans Seminary Professor Bill Warren, 
Michael Holmes of Bethel University, David 
Parker of the University of Birmingham and 
Dale Martin of Yale University. Each is a 
highly respected scholar in the field of New 
Testament textual studies.   

Greer-Heard Director Robert Stewart, 
associate professor of philosophy and 
theology, said the annual forum is unique.

“It brings together an evangelical scholar 
and a non-evangelical scholar to dialogue on 
an important topic in faith or culture in a 
context that is fair and balanced,” he said.

This year’s topic on the reliability of 
the New Testament should spark lively 
discussion, Stewart said.

“This topic is a timely one and much 
in the news in recent years. This year’s 
conference will help all who want to know 
the truth about the traditional Gospels and 
why they are a reliable record of what Jesus 
said and did,” Stewart said.

 In its four-year history, the forum has 
attracted some of the world’s leading thinkers.

“We try to get the best thinkers to 
represent each position. We don’t tilt 
the playing field. It is intended to be a 
level playing field for all parties involved,” 
Stewart said.  “As an evangelical Christian, 
I am convinced of the truth of the Christian 
worldview and believe that all we need 
to put forward a convincing case for the 
Christian faith is a fair arena. Greer-Heard 
provides just that.”

The forum provides for meaningful 
exchange in the marketplace of ideas 

between Christians 
and non-Christians, 
Stewart said.

“One of the most 
helpful things about 
the Greer-Heard 
Point-Counterpoint 
Forum is that it 
provides believers an 
opportunity to hear 
real-life objections from 
non-Christians and to 
see and hear in person 
how such objections 
are best made.

“Too often 
Christians and non-
Christians, evangelicals 
and non-evangelicals, 
speak past each other 
rather than speaking to 
each other,” he added. 

“The Greer-Heard Point-Counterpoint Forum 
provides for genuine dialogue.”

 Greer-Heard also provides a new 
perspective for non-Christians and non-
evangelicals on the evangelical worldview.

“Far too often non-Christians or non-
evangelicals think that Christians are 
unaware of sophisticated objections to the 
Christian worldview or unable to respond 
knowledgably to such objections,” Stewart 
said. “This is largely a stereotypical view of 
evangelical Christians. The Greer-Heard 
Point-Counterpoint Forum put the lie to 
this idea.”

 The Greer-Heard Point-Counterpoint 
Forum in Faith and Culture is a pilot 
program of New Orleans Baptist 
Theological Seminary. The Forum is 
designed to provide a venue in which 
a respected evangelical scholar and a 
respected non-evangelical scholar dialogue 
on critical issues in philosophy, science, 
religion, and/or culture from their differing 
perspectives. 

The forum is a five-year program made 
possible by a gracious gift from William L. 
Heard Jr. and his wife, Carolyn.
