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A prospectus to be con-
sidered by ReDOC must 
be reviewed by your 
guidance committee and 
11 copies submitted 
through your chairperson 
to the Office of Research 
Doctoral Programs no 
later than one week be-
fore the scheduled Re-
DOC meeting. Please 
keep in mind that final 
approval of your pro-
spectus is granted by  

your doctoral guidance 
committee after you 
make any revisions your 
committee deems appro-
priate in light of feed-
back from ReDOC.  

Likewise, matters such 
as directed study propos-
als and requests to take 
courses at other institu-
tions must be submitted 
one week before the Re-
DOC meeting at which 
they will be considered.
