Course Description

This course is designed to develop strategies for designing and writing Bible studies for both
personal and group use in order to increase knowledge and application of God’s Word.
Students will examine methodologies for studying and teaching the Bible to women through the
local church.

Student Learning Outcomes
At the conclusion of the semester, the student will:
1. Understand how to study the Bible in a hermeneutically sound manner for both personal
study and writing purposes.
2. Gain strategies for Bible study organization and leadership.
3. Value writing as an expansion of her ministry and produce quality Bible study and
devotional material.
4. Explore areas of opportunity for writing, both in her church and in the publishing world.

Course Teaching Methodology

The course will involve the following methodologies: video lecture, PowerPoint presentations,
and interactive discovery-learning through threaded discussion. It will be taught as a summer
term online course.



Course Requirements

1.

Participate in class discussion. Participation is determined by postings and responses
in the Threaded Discussions held each week. These discussions will be related to the
material covered in each week’s content. All students are required to post a
minimum of three responses in the main discussion each week: one in answer to
the presenting questions, and two in response to classmates’ postings. For the
threaded discussion to be of maximum benefit to everyone involved, it is recommended
that you stay as close to the course schedule as possible- so that everyone will
participate in the discussion the same week. Late postings will be penalized 1 point
for each day late. Please limit discussions in this venue to the assigned topic.

Read the assigned textbooks and other reading assignments. Reading
assignments will include readings from the textbook, Scripture, and other sources. The
student will provide a written statement of completion of all reading assignments.

Due July 27, 2022.

Complete Unit Worksheets. The assignment will include Bible study worksheets on
Observation, Application, and Interpretation of scripture as well as Curriculum
Evaluation. Students will complete the worksheets within the week in which the topic is
covered in the unit.

Complete an article assignment. The assignment will include defining a topic of
interest to each individual student (and brainstorming the subject in class), developing
an outline by which to write an article for consideration for the NOBTS Blog (or similar
publication), and writing the article. The completed article must be 740-1200 words. Use
size 12, double-spaced, Times New Roman font. Due June 20, 2022.

Design and write a Bible study. Develop a six-unit Bible study devoted to one passage
or topic. Include the following elements for each of your six units:

e Unit Title
e Learner's Guide
o Teacher’s Guide (discussion questions, commentary, resources, etc.)

The Bible study should be typed-double spaced Times New Roman size 12 font,
following the NOBTS Manual of Form and Style. Due July 11, 2022.

Create a Teaching Video. The assignment will include creating a teaching video for one
of the Bible study units developed in the Bible study assignment. The student will include
a topic introduction as well as lecture material for the unit. Videos should be no more
than 10 minutes and creativity is encouraged. Due July 25, 2022.

All assignments should be submitted to Blackboard according to their specific due dates listed
above.
