Course Description

The purpose of this course is to give the student evangelistic tools and supervised training and
experience in sharing the Gospel with non-Christians. In addition, the student will receive some
exposure to materials to use in teaching others how to witness.

Student Learning Outcomes

In order to stimulate evangelistic church growth and health, the students, by the end of the course
should:

1. Be able to apply their knowledge and comprehension of the ministry of personal evangelism,
approaches to personal evangelism, and the biblical and theological aspects of personal
evangelism to stimulate evangelistic church growth and health through mobilizing the church for
evangelism.

2. Organize sharing the Gospel with non-Christians into their lifestyle.

3. Be able to share the Gospel with non-Christians.

4. Be able to train others in the use of various evangelistic tools for sharing the Gospel with non-
Christians.

Course Teaching Methodology

This course will be composed of on-line class lectures and discussions, periodic evaluation over
course reading material, small group activities and accountability, and the personal involvement
of students in local church evangelism.

Course Requirements

1. TEXTBOOKS AND PARTICIPATON. Students will complete assigned readings of
the textbooks and watch or listen to messages according to the course requirements and schedule
as specified in the syllabus and Blackboard.

2. EVANGELISM TEAM. Students will spend 1.5 hours per week for 10 weeks in a
personal evangelism ministry through a local church. The student will turn in Evangelism Team
Information for Unit 2. The team is responsible for insuring that their supervisor is familiar with
Supervisor Training Presentation. The Supervisor Training Verification should be secured and
turned in for Unit 3. The team will also meet with their supervisor twice during the semester to
evaluate the team’s ministry. The team supervisor will complete an evaluation of each student’s
ministry at the end of the semester with the completed form being due in Unit 12. Each student
will turn in a weekly report of his or her witnessing experiences in Unit 12 (all appropriate forms
are available in the forms section of Blackboard). The professor will be monitoring
developments with Covid-19 restrictions to modify this assignment if necessary.

3. 3 CIRCLES: LIFE CONVERSATION GUIDE. Students will memorize 3 CIRCLES:
LIFE CONVERSATION GUIDE. Memorization must include the verses of Scripture which
accompany 3 CIRCLES: LIFE CONVERSATION GUIDE. A mid-term exam will be given to
assess students’ understanding and comprehension of 3 CIRCLES: LIFE CONVERSATION
GUIDE. Due: Mid-Term Exam — Unit 6.

4. EVANGELISM REFLECTIONS. Students will submit two typed verbatim accounts
and four typed reflection papers (see attached form) from different personal witnessing
experiences in which the student shared the Gospel with an unbeliever during the semester.
Verbatim Account 1 and Reflections 1, 2 due in Unit 6; Verbatim Account 2 and Reflections 3, 4
due in Unit 11.

5. RESEARCH PROJECT. Students will analyze 2 personal evangelism training
resources. The presentation on the personal evangelism resources will be due in Unit 14.

6. FINAL EXAM. Students will complete the final comprehensive exam which will cover
all of the materials examined in class. Due during: Unit 15.
Evaluation of Grade



Although it should go without saying, students are expected to exercise the highest of ethics and
integrity in keeping with the character of Christ when completing all assignments. The grading
scale and attendance requirements will be according to those outlined in the current Academic
Catalogue.
